About the Aircraft  
 

Beechcraft Baron 58   
Non- pressurised twin engine piston aircraft built by Beechcraft.  Typically seats 3 – 4 passengers and is fitted with two 

Continental IO-470 producing 260 hp each.  
Maximum cruise speed 380km/h.  

 

     
 

Cessana 402  
Twin engined piston aircraft built by Cessna.  The aircraft typically seats 5 passengers and is fitted with two Continental 

TSIO-520 Turbo charged engines producing 325 shp. 
Maximum cruise speed 428 km/h  

 

    
 

Cessna 404  
Twin engine piston aircraft built by Cessna.  Typically seats 8 passengers and is fitted with two Continental GTSIO -520 

turbocharged engines producing 375shp.

Cessna 208 Caravan EX  
Single engine turbo prop fixed – tricycle landing gear, short haul regional airliner aircraft built by Cessna.  Typically seats 9 –

Operations at O R Tambo Airport / Welgevonden Game Reserve  
 

Facilities and Operations at O R Tambo Airport 

VIP Passenger Handling by Menzies Aviation 

Passengers are met on arrival, assisted with formalities, and guided to check-in counter B12 in the domestic 

hall. They can use the Bidvest Airport lounge before flying to Welgevonden Game Reserve. 

Those not arriving by flight may check in at counter B12 from 09:30 to 10:30 and access the Bidvest VIP 

Lounge until departure. 

Luggage must be a soft duffle bag up to 20 kg, with storage available for one suitcase per person; staff 

assist with storage. 

On return to Johannesburg, passengers are escorted to domestic arrivals, where stored and checked 

luggage is returned. Afterwards, passengers continue independently to their next destination. 

Operations at Welgevonden Game Reserve  

All flights operate to the Welgevonden Game Reserve Main Gate Airstrip.  

On arrival, guests are met by a representative from the camp they are travelling to and transferred to their 

destination by safari vehicle. Welgevonden Game Reserve indemnities will be provided by a security official 

and signed before departing to your Lodge. 

On departure from Welgevonden Game Reserve, all passengers need to be at the strip by no later than 

12:15 to board the flight by 12:30  

 

All flights are subject to weather on the day of the flight  

Should inclement weather arise, Unique Air will notify passengers, their booking agents, or lodges one day 

prior to the scheduled operation if a flight is unlikely to proceed. In such instances, alternative road transfers 

will be arranged in alignment with the cancelled flight’s departure time. 

Travel by road to Johannesburg OR Tambo is estimated to take a little over three hours. 

The cost difference between the air fare and the road transfer will be refunded to the passenger. 

Welgevonden Game Reserve or Unique Air do not assume responsibility for any changes to subsequent 

travel arrangements. 

Please note that Unique Air reserves the right to include a technical stop as necessary.

Booking Procedures 

Passengers may book via their destination lodge or through their tour operator, but all reservations must be 

sent in writing to Unique Air. Include passenger names, destination lodge, and arrival flight details (flight, 

origin, and flight number).

Terms and Conditions 

Unique Air operates as a non-scheduled service provider; therefore, arrival and departure times are 

indicative and may vary daily according to lodge and routing requirements. Bookings will be arranged, 

scheduled, and communicated directly to the lodge, operator, or agent responsible for the reservation. 

Estimated arrival times will be communicated by telephone to the receiving lodges to minimise waiting 

periods at airfields prior to guest collection. Each Lodge is responsible for the Meet and Greet of their 

Guests. 

Fares for the OR Tambo to Welgevonden route include a VIP Meet and Greet service as well as access to 

the Bidvest Domestic Departure Lounge. 

A luggage allowance of 20kg per person applies, restricted to soft-style bags only. Complimentary storage is 

available for returning flights from OR Tambo to Welgevonden, limited to one piece of luggage per 

passenger. All stored items must be locked or wrapped before acceptance. 

A minimum of two passengers is required per flight. 

Reservations outside of scheduled departure days and times are subject to charter rates. 

Rates are valid from 01 December to 31 December 2026. 

Rates are quoted on a per seat, one-way basis and include 15% VAT. 

Landing fees and passenger taxes are included in the quoted rates. Please note that these rates are subject 

to change without prior notice should there be an adverse increase. 

Children occupying a seat will be charged the adult rate. 

Payment in full is required 30 days prior to the travel date. 

Cancellation Policy 

Cancellations must be in writing. 

• No charge if cancelled up to 30 days before travel. 

• 50% fee for cancellations 15–29 days before travel. 

• 100% fee for cancellations within 14 days of travel. 

Travellers are responsible for securing insurance against unexpected changes they make. Refunds may 

have administrative fees deducted.
